Salvation:  We rejoice that salvation is a gift of God’s grace received by faith.  We believe that through Jesus Christ, God has provided forgiveness for our Sin, removed the penalty of our sin, and called us back into a right relationship with our Creator, Redeemer, and Sustainer.
